Checked out area and decided to do electrofishing today

ELECTROFISHING

Estuary

Turned up lots of small fish-we thought they were topsmelt.  Not easily shocked, due to their small size.

Creek N. of Railroad Tracks to N. of Hwy. One

Prickley Sculpin and 3 small yoy steelhead.

Creek S. of Railroad Tracks

Prickley Sculpin and 1 small yoy.  Small pool with good diverse habitat exists, saw large fish but didn’t find it when electrofishing

Pond #2

Three Spined stickleback.  Many dead fish were floating at the south end of the pond.   Many more were disoriented, floating near the surface with distended bellies.  Their bellies were full of a bird tape worm, or in some cases, several. 

Several egg masses the size of a jelly bean were found attached to floating emergent vegetation.  They were translucent with small, pin head sized dots in them.  We found hundreds of these egg masses, and don’t know what they are. 

I also spotted a CRLF juvenile near the pump house.  Later I dipped my net into a puddle and found a metamorph.  Perhaps others exist.
